• Thanks to its unique concept, you can add or replace projectors or effects to compose any setup you like.  

• Up to 6 effects/projectors can be powered and controlled simultaneously by the bar. 

• Whatever composition you make, the effects will always work perfectly synchronized 

• Compatible JB Systems effects: 

• USB DERBY 

• USB MUSHROOM 

• USB LASER 

• USB PAR 

• Each projector can also be used without the bar. You can power it via a 5V/2A adapter and a USB-C cable 

• The fabulous preprogrammed shows with different effect combinations can be controlled in different ways: 

• DMX-control: via 4, 7, 10 or 34 channels. 

• Standalone: sound activated (internal microphone) or automatic. 

• IR-remote: infrared remote control. 

• Prepared for wireless DMX: just plug-in an optional WTR-DMX DONGLE ! (Briteq® order code: 4645) 

• Several bars can be connected in master/slave to create wonderful synchronized shows. 

• 3-digit LED display for easy menu navigation.

• To avoid condensation to be formed inside, allow the unit to adapt to the surrounding temperatures when 

bringing it into a warm room after transport. Condense sometimes prevents the unit from working at full 

performance or may even cause damages. 

• This unit is for indoor use only.  

• Don’t place metal objects or spill liquid inside the unit. Electric shock or malfunction may result. If a foreign 

object enters the unit, immediately disconnect the mains power. 

• Locate the fixture in a well ventilated spot, away from any flammable materials and/or liquids. The fixture

TRANSPORT: 
ALWAYS DISCONNECT THE USB CABLES BEFORE YOU PUT THE SET IN THE 

TRANSPORT BAG AND BEFORE TRANSPORT 

 

DESCRIPTION: 
 

 
 

1. RGBW DERBY PROJECTOR 
2. RGBW PROJECTOR 
3. USB C CONNECTOR: connect the USB cables from the bar to each Derby and Par projector. These 

cables will provide power and data the bar to the projectors. 
Important: Always disconnect these cables for transport 

4. MODE SWITCH: it is possible to use a projector without the bar. All you have to do is to power the unit 
via an (optional) USB C cable and a (optional) power adapter (5V-2A) or power bank. Once the unit is 
powered, you can select the working mode via this switch: 

• CLOSE = OFF 

• AUTO = Automatic mode 

• SOUND = Sound controlled mode 
5. POLE STAND ADAPTER: used to fix the bar on the supplied light stand 
6. SCREW: can be used to fix an additional USB projector to the bar. 
7. EXTRA USB CONNECTOR: 2 extra projectors from our USB range can be powered and controlled via 

these extra USB connectors. (JB Systems USB LASER, USB MUSHROOM, USB DERBY, USB PAR…) 
8. CONTROL PANEL: Used to select the different functions of the bar, see further to learn how to operate 

the unit. 
9. DISPLAY: shows all the necessary information about settings and working modes. 
10. INTERNAL MICROPHONE: The built-in microphone is used to synchronize the sound controlled shows 

to the beat of the music. 
11. DMX OUTPUT: 3pin female XLR-connector used to connect the USB Bar with the next unit in the DMX 

chain.  
12. DMX INPUT: 3pin male XLR-connector used to connect universal DMX-cables. This input receives 

instructions from a DMX-controller (in DMX mode) or from the previous bar (in Master/Slave mode).  
13. M-DMX INPUT: Please note that this USB-connector is NOT used for updates or to connect the unit to a 

PC! Instead this USB-connector makes it very easy to add wireless DMX to the unit! Just add the 
(optional) WTR-DMX DONGLE from BRITEQ® and you will get wireless DMX! Moreover you will be able 
to connect other DMX-controlled equipment to the DMX-output so you can share the wireless DMX 
function with all connected units! No extra settings to be made in the setup menu, just follow the 
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procedure in the user manual supplied with the WTR-DMX DONGLE from BRITEQ®. The separate 
WTR-DMX DONGLE is available from WWW.BRITEQ-LIGHTING.COM (order code: 4645) 

14. MAINS INPUT: IEC socket with integrated fuse holder and switch, connect the supplied mains cable 
here. Always replace the fuse with a fuse that is 100% identical. (1.6A – 250V Slow) 

 

HOW TO SET UP AND CONTROL THE UNIT 
 

Once the effects are installed and connected to the bar via the USB connectors you can operate the 
unit in several ways: 
 

1) FULL AUTOMATIC STANDALONE MODE: 
The effect automatically runs a preprogrammed sequence. Select this mode when only 1 USB Partyset is 
used (standalone) or when the USB Partyset is placed as the first (master) unit in a chain with several 
USB Partysets. 

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows [Aut]. 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 

• Now you can use the UP or DOWN buttons to select the desired effect group:  
o [AutM] Automatic mixed effects show. 

▪ Press [ENTER] to select this mode. 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select one of the 3 shows [AM01 – AM03] 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select the desired show speed from [S.01] 

slow to [S.99] fast 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 

o [AutP] Automatic Program. (Selection of one particular program) 
▪ Press [ENTER] to select this mode. 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select one of the 18 programs [AP01 – AP18] 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select the desired program speed from [S.01] 

slow to [S.99] fast 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select the desired motor speed from [M.00] = 

STOP to [M.99] = fastest (only needed if you use effects with a rotation motor) 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting  

You can connect several USB PARTYSETs together: just put the first unit of the chain in one of the 
automatic effect modes and all other units in “Slave mode” (display shows “SLA”) to make them all work in 
perfect synchronicity ! 

 
2) SOUND CONTROLLED STANDALONE MODE: 
The Partyset runs a preprogrammed sequence to the rhythm of the music. Select this mode when only 1 
Partyset is used (standalone) or when the Partyset is placed as the first (master) unit in a chain with 
several units. 

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows [Sou]. 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 

• Now you can use the UP or DOWN buttons to select the desired effect group:  
o [SouM] Sound controlled mixed effects show. 

▪ Press [ENTER] to select this mode. 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select one of the 3 shows [SM01 – SM03] 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to set the desired sensitivity for the microphone 

from [u.00] microphone OFF to [u.99] high sensitivity 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 

o [SouP] Sound controlled program. (Selection of one particular program) 
▪ Press [ENTER] to select this mode. 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to select one of the 18 shows [SP01 – SP18] 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting 
▪ Use the [UP] and [DOWN] buttons to set the desired sensitivity for the microphone 

from [u.00] microphone OFF to [u.99] high sensitivity 
▪ Press [ENTER] to confirm your setting

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.3) FIXED COLOR STANDALONE MODE: 
You can set a fixed color for all the units together  

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows [COL]. 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 

• [COLO] will appear on the screen 

• Press the [ENTER] button to enter the setup mode. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to set the intensity of the red color. [r.000] = off, [r.255] = maximum 
intensity 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice and to go to the next color setting. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to set the intensity of the green color. [G.000] = off, [G.255] = maximum 
intensity 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice and to go to the next color setting. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to set the intensity of the blue color. [b.000] = off, [b.255] = maximum 
intensity 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice and to go to the next color setting. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to set the intensity of the whitee color. [W.000] = off, [W.255] = maximum 
intensity 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice and to go to the strobe speed setting. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to select the desired setting for the strobe effect.  
o [S. 00] = no output 
o [S. 01] to [S. 99] = slow strobe to fast strobe 
o [S. 99] = full on and NO strobe effect 
o [S.100] = Sound controlled strobe 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 
IMPORTANT : if you have set a correct color and the strobe is set to a value between [S. 01] and [S.100], 
but you have no light output : go back to the (2) SOUND CONTROLLED STANDALONE MODE settings in 
the menu (see above) and check if the sensitivity of the microphone is not set too low or set to zero [u.00] 
(microphone OFF). 

If the microphone is switched off, the bar can of course not react to the sound 😊 

 
4) MASTER/SLAVE STANDALONE MODE: 
When you have several USB PARTYSET and you want them to all work synchronously, you can work in 
the so called master/slave mode. To do this, just daisy-chain all the bars and make the settings of the 
desired automatic or sound controlled program in the first bar of the chain (see description above). This 
bar is called the Master unit. Now put all the other bars is slave mode. Once this is done, the “slave” bars 
will follow the orders of the Master unit, so they work in perfect synchronicity.  
To set a bar in slave mode: 

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows [SLA]. 

• Press the [ENTER] button to enter this mode.  

• [SLAV] will appear on the display 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm the slave mode.  
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5) CONTROLLED VIA THE IR REMOTE CONTROLLER:  
The USB PARTYSET can be controlled by the IR remote control that is supplied with your USB effect 
IMPORTANT: check if the remote control option is activated (ON) in the System settings of the bar. If this 
option is switched off, you can not use the IR remote control. (see last chapter)

press the button to select one of the different

6) CONTROLLED VIA DMX:  
 

 
 
The USB PARTYSET can be controlled by any standard DMX-controller in 4 different DMX-modes: 

• 4 CHANNEL MODE: for easy control over the automatic and sound modes 

• 7 CHANNEL MODE: to control the Color, Strobe, Dimmer and motor rotation manually 

• 10 CHANNEL MODE: control over the automatic and sound modes + general manual control 

• 34 CHANNEL MODE: control over the automatic and sound modes + full manual control over 
each individual projector. 

• Connect the DMX input of the USB PARTYSET to the DMX output of the previous unit in the chain or 
directly to the DMX-output of your controller. 

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows: “DMX”. 

• Press the [ENTER] button to enter this option 

• The actual DMX address is shown on the display. 

• Press the [ENTER] button again to set the DMX settings 
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• You can now change the DMX mode 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to select the desired DMX-mode. (4CH, 7CH or 34CH) 

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 

• Now you can use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to set the DMX address. [dxxx]  

• Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your choice. 
Note: the display blinks when the unit is in DMX-mode and no DMX-signal is detected.  

 

Some more information on DMX512: 
The DMX-protocol is a widely used high speed signal to control intelligent light 
equipment. You need to “daisy chain” your DMX controller and all the connected light 
effects with a good quality XLR M/F balanced cable. To prevent strange behavior of the 
light effects, due to interferences, you must use a 90Ω to 120Ω terminator at the end of 
the chain. Never use Y-splitter cables, this simply won’t work!  
Each effect in the chain needs to have its proper starting address so it knows which commands from the 
controller it has to decode.

Extra functions in the menu 

 

• Press the [MENU] button until the display shows [SYS]. 

• Press the [ENTER] button if you want to enter this part of the menu with extra options. 

• Use the [UP/DOWN] buttons to browse the extra functions in this System menu 
o [LEdS] with this option you can decide if the display should be always on or if it can go off 

after a while when no new information needs to be shown (only a small dot will stay on) 
▪ Press the [ENTER] button to enter the option settings 
▪ Use the [UP / DOWN] button to select the desired mode: 

• [on] = function activated. When no new information needs to be shown on 
the display, the display will turn off. As soon as new information is available 
(for example: when you use the remote control to select another mode) the 
display will turn on automatically to show you this new information. After a 
while, it will turn off again. 

• OFF = function deactivated. The LED display will be always lit. 
▪ Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your setting 

o [  ir] gives you the opportunity to activate or deactivate the remote control receiver. 
▪ Press the [ENTER] button to enter the option settings 
▪ Use the [UP / DOWN] button to select the desired mode: 

• ON = function activated. The wireless IR remote controller can be used. 

• OFF = function deactivated. The wireless IR remote controller can NOT be 
used. 

▪ Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your setting 
o [SouN] When the bar is used in a sound controlled mode, you can decide here how the bar 

should react when no sound or music is detected. 
▪ Press the [ENTER] button to enter the option settings 
▪ Use the [UP / DOWN] button to select the desired mode: 

• [LASt] = when no sound is detected, the effects will continue to execute the 
last active show 

• [oFF] = when no sound is detected, the bar will go in Blackout mode. (the 
light output will be shut down) 

▪ Press the [ENTER] button to confirm your setting 
o [FAiL] gives you the opportunity to decide how the bar should react when DMX is lost or 

interrupted.

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MAINTENANCE 
• Make sure the area below the installation place is free from unwanted persons during servicing. 

• Switch off the unit, unplug the mains cable and wait until the unit has been cooled down. 
During inspection the following points should be checked: 

• All screws used for installing the device and any of its parts should be tightly fastened and may not be 
corroded. 

• Housings, fixations and installations spots (ceiling, truss, suspensions) should be totally free from any 
deformation. 

• When an optical lens is visibly damaged due to cracks or deep scratches, it must be replaced. 

• The mains cables must be in impeccable condition and should be replaced immediately when even a 
small problem is detected. 

• In order to protect the device from overheat the cooling fans (if any) and ventilation openings should be 
cleaned monthly. 

• The interior of the device should be cleaned annually using a vacuum cleaner or air-jet. 

• The cleaning of internal and external optical lenses and/or mirrors must be carried out periodically to 
optimize light output. Cleaning frequency depends on the environment in which the fixture operates: damp, 
smoky or particularly dirty surroundings can cause greater accumulation of dirt on the unit’s optics. 

• Clean with a soft cloth using normal glass cleaning products. 

• Always dry the parts carefully. 

• Clean the external optics at least once every 30 days.  

• Clean the internal optics at least every 90 days.
