e Always let the device cool down before cleaning or servicing.

e Always disconnect power from the mains, when system is not used. Only handle the power cord by
the plug. Never pull out the plug by tugging the power cord.

e Always operate the unit with the AC ground wire connected to the electrical system ground.

e Avoid flames and do not put close to flammable liquids or gases.

e Avoid ground loops! Always be sure to connect the power amps and the mixing console to the
same electrical circuit to ensure the same phase!

e Before changing the ground, always turn off your amplifier.

e Do not connect this device to a dimmer pack.

Do not drive the inputs with a signal level higher than required to drive the equipment to full output.

Do not insert objects into air vents.

Do not open the device and do not modify the device.

Do not switch the system on and off in short intervals, as this would reduce the system’s life.

Do not put your equipment next to TV, radio, etc., because of interference or distortion.

If device is dropped or struck, disconnect mains power supply immediately. Have a qualified

engineer inspect for safety before operating.

e [f the system has been exposed to drastic temperature fluctuation (e.g. after transportation), do not
switch it on immediately. The arising condensation water might damage your system. Leave the
system switched off until it has reached room temperature.

e If you connect other parts of the system, beware ground loops.

o If your Dap Audio device fails to work properly, discontinue use immediately. Pack the unit securely
(preferably in the original packing material) and return it to your Dap Audio dealer for service.

e Insystem setup, the amplifier's output power must be 50%-100% higher than the loaded
loudspeakers’ rated power.

e Intypical use, please set the volume to 0dB position.

¢ Make sure that the amplifier is turned down, before turning the power on or off. In this way you can
avoid supersonic frequencies, which could damage your speakers.

e Make sure that the available voltage is not higher than stated on the rear panel.

e Make sure that the power cord is never crimped or damaged. Check the device and the power
cord from time to time.

e  Make sure that the signals coming into the mixer are balanced, otherwise hum could be created.

e Make sure you do not use the wrong kind of cables or defective cables.

e Make sure you use DI boxes to balance unbalanced signals; All incoming signals should be clear

Never let the power cord come into contact with other cables! Handle the power cord and all

connections with the mains with particular caution!

Never remove warning or informative labels from the unit.

Never use anything to cover the ground contact.

Only use device indoors, avoid contact with water or other liquids.

Please read this manual carefully and keep it for future reference.

Please turn off the power switch, when replacing the power cord, signhal cable or selecting the input

mode switch.

e Prevent distortion! Make sure that all components connected to the device have sufficient power
ratings. Otherwise, distortion will be generated because the components are operated at their limits.

e Sometimes, when you want to send one signal to more than one amplifier, you should use a signal
distributor.

e The best way to avoid ground loops is connecting the electrical system ground to one central point
("star" system). In this case the mixer can act as a central point.

e This device falls under protection class I. Therefore it is essential to connect the yellow/green
conductor to earth.

e The user is responsible for correct positioning and operating of the MA-8120WP Wall Control Panel.
The manufacturer will not accept liability for damages caused by the misuse or incorrect installation
of this device.

e Repairs, servicing and electric connection must be carried out by a qualified technician.

@ 3-pin XLR microphone connector IN
Connect the D6197 — MA-8120PM Paging Microphone.

The maximum volume level depends on the current
volume settings on the MA-8120 amplifier.

Installation

Remove all packing materials from the MA-8120WP Wall Control Panel. Check if all foam and plastic
padding is removed. Connect all cables.

Always disconnect from electric mains power supply before cleaning or servicing.
Damages caused by non-observance are not subject to warranty.

01) Using an appropriate tool, mark the screw spots on the wall.

02) Dirill the holes.

03) Using a CAT-5 cable, connect the MA-8120WP Wall Control Panel to the MA-8120 amplifier.

Set Up and Operation

Before plugging the unit in, always make sure that the power supply matches the product specification
voltage. Do not attempt to operate a 120V specification product on 240V power, or vice versa.

Install this device on a flat surface, not bending or curved.

Do not supply power before all components of the system are set up and connected properly.

Data Cabling

To link fixtures together, you must obtain data cables. You can purchase DAP Audio certified DMX cables
directly from a dealer/distributor or construct your own cable. If you choose to create your own cable,
please use data-grade cables that can carry a high quality signal and are less prone to electromagnetic
interference.

DAP Audio PC Interface Cables

e CAT-5 cable 7,6 mm Matte blue PVC. Ordercode FL55150 (1,5 m), FL553 (3 m), FL556 (6 m),
FL5510 (10 m), FL5515 (15 m), FL5520 (20 m).

e CAT-6 cable (recommended for best data transfer). Ordercode FL563 (3 m), FL566 (6 m),
FL5610 (10 m), FL5615 (15 m), FL5640 (40 m).

How to make a data cable
A standard ETHERNET cable can be used to replace the data cable required to transmit the data for the
MA-8120WP Wall Control Panel.

Please follow the instructions below in order to create an extra Net Cable.

Take a standard net cable (CAT-5/ 5E /6) and connect it to the RJ45 connector, as shown in the picture
below (fig. 04). The wires should now be colored as follows:

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Maintenance

The MA-8120WP Wall Control Panel requires almost no maintenance. However, you should keep the unit
clean.

Disconnect the mains power supply, and then wipe the cover with a damp cloth. Do not immerse in
liguid. Do not use alcohol or solvents.

Keep connections clean. Disconnect electric power, and then wipe the audio connections with a damp
cloth. Make sure connections are thoroughly dry before linking equipment or supplying electric power.

Troubleshooting

This troubleshooting guide is meant to help solve simple problems. If a problem occurs, carry out the steps
below in sequence until a solution is found. Once the unit operates properly, do not carry out following
steps.

01) If the device does not operate properly, unplug the device.

02) Check power from the wall, all cables, connections, etc.

03) If all of the above appears to be O.K., plug the unit in again.

04) If nothing happens after 30 seconds, unplug the device.

05) Return the device to your DAP Audio dealer.
